A significant change will soon take place within the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). | first
mentioned the possibility of this change last July, after | returned from the General Assembly Meet-
ing. The change | am referring to is in regard to the ordination standards within our denomination.
The amendment will officially be ratified in July; however, the proposed change has received
enough votes to pass.

As with any change, there will be some who are excited about this modification and others
who are very disappointed and possibly angered by it. | think it is essential that we understand
what has changed and what has not changed. | begin with the actual wording of the current Book
of Order and the new language:

"Those who are called to office in the church are to lead a life in obedience to Scripture and
in conformity to the historic confessional standards of the church. Among these standards is the re-
quirement to live either in fidelity within the covenant of marriage between a man and a woman (W-
4.9001), or chastity in singleness. Persons refusing to repent of any self-acknowledged practice
which the confessions call sin shall not be ordained and/or installed as deacons, elders, or ministers
of the Word and Sacrament.”

and replaces it with

"Standards for ordained service reflect the church’s desire to submit joyfully to the Lordship
of Jesus Christ in all aspects of life (G-1.0000). The governing body responsible for ordination
and/or installation (G.14.0240; G-14.0450) shall examine each candidate’s calling, gifts, prepara-
tion, and suitability for the responsibilities of office. The examination shall include, but not be limited
to, a determination of the candidate’s ability and commitment to fulfill all requirements as expressed
in the constitutional questions for ordination and installation (W-4.4003). Governing bodies shall be
guided by Scripture and the confessions in applying standards to individual candidates."

“An executive presbyter recently said that 10-A's change of ordination standards will have
the effect of an earthquake, but the sensation you feel will be very dependent on your location:
some will feel shaking that rips apart the building, others will only notice dishes falling off the wall,
still others may feel nothing beyond what they read in the newspaper. Your context may well deter-
mine your response, but all of us are impacted by this seismic change.” (continued)

| acknowledge that within our congregation there is diversity of opinions and perspectives on
this matter. Some who have anxiously awaited this change and others who are very disheartened
that people they love and respect could even consider such a change. Both sides appeal to Scrip-
ture and God as their guide; all eagerly seeking to do God’s will. There are those who question
whether or not they can remain in the Presbyterian denomination. | pray you will be led to stay - not
because you agree with the Presbyterian’s position on this one issue, but rather because you be-
lieve God has called you to be a member of this body — Hope Presbyterian Church. Moreover, you
are convinced that together we are fulfilling God’s will. Many have expressed their commitment to
see our church live out our mission to our community and beyond.

In all reality, | expect very little change to occur at Hope Presbyterian Church. | anticipate
this congregation to continue to examine candidates based on his or her conviction to be a disciple
of Jesus Christ. The Book of Order retains the following language: “Christ’s ministry is the basis of
all ministries; the standard for all offices is the pattern of the one who came ‘not to be served but to
serve’ (Matthew 20:28) [Book of Order G-6.0101].” The congregation has the authority to choose
who will and will not serve as their pastor.

There will undoubtedly be media coverage of this issue; remember that the media does not
always understand our polity. If you have questions or concerns, please speak to me. | will tell you
the truth.

Parson, Stated Clerk of the General Assembly; Cynthia Bolbach, Moderator of the 219th General
Assembly (2010); Linda Valentine, Executive Director of the General Assembly Mission Council;
and Landon Whitsitt, Vice Moderator of the 219th General Assembly (2010).

This is the Exercise Equivalent Conversion Chart for the Walkers participating in the Walk
around central and Western North America.

Activity Actual Miles/Minutes Recorded Miles
Walking, stroll (2mph) 30 minutes = 1 mile
Walking, typical pace (3mph) 30 minutes = 1.5 miles
Walking, brisk (4 mph) 30 minutes = 2 miles
Running (5.5 mph) 1 mile = 1 mile
Cycling/Mountain Biking (13mph) 7 miles = 1 mile
Spinning 30 minutes = 2 miles
Aerobics (moderate intensity) 30 minutes = 1 mile
Stairmaster (moderate intensity) 15 minutes = 1 mile
Roller Blading 3 miles = 1 mile
Swimming (30 yards/min) 1 mile = 1 mile
Garden, digging 30 minutes = 2.5 miles
Garden, push mowing 30 minutes = 2.25 miles
Garden, raking 30 minutes = 1 mile
Garden, planting 30 minutes = 1.5 miles
Dancing, moderate to rapid 30 minutes = 1 miles

The exercise equivalents were developed so participants who enjoy activities in
addition to walking can log credit for those different activities. These are esti-
mates. You may log 1 mile for 20 minutes of any exercise that makes you
breathe hard and sweat.
